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Adtivities in SSapatibe

Both Punta Cana and Bayahibe are beach destinations to dis-
connect on their paradisiacal beaches. There are also some ex-
cursions that can be done, such as visiting the capital of Santo
Domingo, going to Altos de Chavén or visiting Isla Saona or

Isla Catalina.

Isla Saona is larger in area than Isla Catalina and is located
within the Parque Nacional del Este. Bars, live music and street
vendors make for a very lively atmosphere. It is a paradise
where you can enjoy its beautiful beaches, see the mangroves,

practice diving and other water sports since in this area there

is a coral reef.

Los Melones:
Although one of the most popular tourist areas in the region,
this former fishing village captivates with its beautiful beaches

and laid-back tropical charm.

It is situated in a picturesque bay that has become one of the
most famous tourist complexes in the Dominican Republic.
What most attracts visitors is its simple atmosphere, beauti-
ful beaches and the large number of options for diving in the
Parque Nacional del Este, located a few meters away. During
the day, enjoy the area’s wonderful beaches and coral reefs,
and at night, try the catch of the day in romantic beachfront

restaurants.

Cueva del Puente:

To enjoy a cultural day, visit the Cueva del Puente. Inside you
will find cave paintings of the primitive Taino inhabitants su-
rrounded by stalactites and stalagmites. There are also picto-

graphs in the Penién Gordo cave, located further south.

If you feel like it, you can hire a guide to help you continue
exploring this huge national park, which stretches over 310
square kilometers. The biological diversity of the area is im-
mense, and there are more than 500 species of flora, more than

100 of birds and beautiful marine creatures, such as bottlenose

dolphins and West Indian manatees.
